ROSEMARY KITTRELL

Bornin Columbia, South Carolina, Rosemary graduated from Columbia
High School, Agnes Scott College, and Duke University School of Law.
During her legal career she was associated with IBM, the Kilpatrick & Cody
law firm, the Georgia Supreme Court, and the Prosecuting Attorneys’
Council of Georgia. Rosemary was a member of Trinity Presbyterian
Church for more than 40 years, where she served as an Elder on the

Session and participated actively in the life and work of the church.
In 2018, Trinity received a gift from the estate of Rosemary Kittrell to

establish a lectureship featuring prominent voices in the fields of religion

and theology.
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KRISTATIPPETT

Krista Tippett is a Peabody Award-winning broadcaster, a National
Humanities Medalist, and a New York Times bestselling author. She grew
up in a small town in Oklahoma, attended Brown University, and became
ajournalist and diplomat in Cold War Berlin. She then lived in Spain and
England before seeking a Master of Divinity at Yale University in the mid-
1990s. She created and hosts the public radio program and podcast “On
Being” In 2014, Tippett was awarded the National Humanities Medal by
U.S. President Barack Obama.

Krista has published three books at the intersection of spiritual inquiry,
social healing, science, and culture: Becoming Wise: An Inquiry into the
Mystery and Art of Living; Einstein’s God, drawn from her interviews at the
intersection of science, medicine, and spiritual inquiry; and Speaking of
Faith, a memoir of religion in our time. She is currently at work on a new
book about moral imagination and the human challenges and promise of

this young century.
